Donor Advised Funds (DAFs) are flexible vehicles for charitable giving. DAFs allow 
donors to receive a full tax deduction in the year of the gi� while making disbursements 
to multiple charities, including Trinity, over many years. Donors choose the amount, 
timing, and recipients of all gi�s.
